Terrain description: 
Sprint competition is near to Competition Centre, mainly pine forest with good
visibility, lot of paths and tracks, mainly very good to ride. Terrain is mostly flat,
height differences up to 20m. Middle and classic distances are 15km from
Competition Centre, in Haanja village. Terrain includes lot of hills with round form
(so called “cupoles”) with height differences up to 80 m on slopes. Some areas
include variating landforms with smaller contour features. Between hills there
are marshes of different size. Visibility in forest mainly medium or worse. Haanja
terrain can become muddy when raining. Tracks network of different density in
different parts of the terrain.

Entry fee is 15 EUR/per day, includes banquet for participants in all 3 days.
